Wild calla (Calla palustris) 


It is a perennial herbaceous plant that grows on average to 60 centimeters in height. The stalk of the is completely uprigt , the leaves are egg-shaped, and the flowers are gathered into an upright yellow color clip. It also has a round bullet of  red fruits of five millimeters in diameter. It is grown as an ornamental plant. It is most common in swampy areas of deciduous forests, mainly in parts of central, eastern and southern Europe. Something less often can be found in North America and Asia. It grows in our area where it is on the list of strictly protected plant species because it's endangered.
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
