SEAHORSE (HIPPOCAMPUS) -  is a small marine fish.  It has a horse-like head, skin colour that can change like a chameleon but it has not got teeth, a stomach and a caudal fin.

Male is the one to give birth. When mating,  a female seahorse deposits up to 1500 eggs in the male's pouch. The male carries eggs for 9 to 45 days. Seahorses swim very poorly.

Seahorses prefer to live on coral reefs and in sea grass. Its habitat is threatened by devolpment and water pollution. Threats to seahorses also include legal an illegal trade for ornamental display and as souvenirs.

Seahorses are an important part of the marine world and saving them is an imperative. They can serve as flagship species for a wide range of marine conservation issues.
